Philological education – research trends and didactic applications
Białystok, 22 February 2021 
The aim of the seminar is to exchange views on broadly understood university education, both in the context of teaching particular subjects and in the case of research pertaining to academic education concerning disciplines which are predominant in philological education, namely, linguistics and literary studies. Also, it is very important for us to share experiences with online teaching – a mode which, as can be assumed, will become an integral element of academic didactics – and to make a joint attempt to develop methods aimed at improving the quality of student education. Possible sub-themes include the following areas:

1. Didactic trends within the frame of philological programmes, and linguistic and literary education (Reform 2.0)

2. Specializations within the frame of philological programmes
3. Effective and modern teaching aids (including IT) in philological education
4. Didactic materials, syllabi, lesson plans, teaching programmes –  types, functionality and applications
5. Online education – findings from experiments
6. Internationalization of the educational process
7. Motivating students and teaching staff
8. Tools and resources for the individualisation of the university educational process
9. Monitoring student achievement
10. Evaluation of the potential and effectiveness of higher education staff within the frame of didactics 
11. Academic teachers’ support systems in didactics (Do they exist? How should they look?)
12. University education and labour market requirements, graduate profile
13. Professional career advancement of graduates with a philological degree.
However, proposals in other relevant research areas concerning detailed didactic aspects and research problems associated with the suggested subject matter are also welcome.
The deadline for final submissions is 05 January 2021.
